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a New e-assessments from CPPE

CPPE has developed a new style of assessment, designed to meet the needs
of the pharmacy profession within the modern NHS.

Increasingly, CPPE learning programmes are being used to provide
reassurance to commissioning bodies that pharmacists and pharmacy
technicians have the knowledge and skills to deliver new services. With this
in mind we evaluated our existing methods of assessment and decided to
develop a new framework.

Our new e-assessments have a combination of standard multiple choice
questions (MCQs) and extended matching questions (EMQs). They are only
available online which provides us the ability to respond to the needs of our
potential learning audience of nearly 40,000 users.

Both learners and commissioners will find the assessments more robust and
reliable in their format and structure. They also consider policy and practice
within the question content.
